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Stand Firm in A Broken
World With Spiritual Hope

Hope is an essential part of
our life and is a necessity for
us in being able to live mean-
ingful lives. Three essentials
to happiness in life are 1.
Something to do, 2. Some-
thing to love and 3. Some-
thing to hope for. The ques-
tion for us is what or who are
we going to place our hope
in? In 1 Peter 1:1-12 there are
three truths relating to our
eternal hope in Jesus as our
Lord and Savior.

Our hope is a present reality.
(1 Peter 1:1-6)

Peter reminds us that our hope
in Christ is not just a future
promise but is a reality in the
present. He says we are God’s
elect and we have been cho-
sen by God. Peter is remind-
ing us of our status in the pre-
sent. We are people who re-
ceive a new birth into a living
hope. We have a present sal-
vation which means we have
present and eternal hope.

Our hope is a present reality
with an eternal guarantee. (1
Peter 1:7-9)
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Minister’s Notes

Peter reminds us that we have
an inheritance that can never
perish, spoil or fade. He also

tells us in these verses that the
periodic difficulties and trials
that we go through are going
to produce something good
and lasting in us. God took
the death of Christ and
brought out of His death the
greatest good any of us will
ever know. God takes our
present reality, even when it
is not so good, and He backs
it up with an eternal guaran-
tee. That is why we can be
filled with an inexpressible

and glorious joy — because
even when things are not ideal

for us in this world — our pre-
sent reality is backed up with
an eternal guarantee.

Our hope allows us to have
knowledge of the Gospel and
to understand God’s overall

plan. (1 Peter 1:10-12)

During the Old Testament era
the Word and the Spirit were
pointing to Christ. Now we
are in the New Testament era
and we know and understand
Christ who represents the Old
Testament and the Word and
the Spirit. One of the worst
things that can happen is for
us to live without knowledge
of the Gospel and to live
without understanding God’s
plan for us. When you under-
stand God’s plan it provides

meaningful direction for your
life even when parts of life
are not so good.

The school system in a large
city had a program to help
children keep up with their
school work during stays in
the city’s hospitals.

One day a teacher who was
assigned to the program re-
ceived a routine call asking
her to visit a particular child.
She took the child’s name and
information about which hos-
pital he was at and then went
to talk with the child’s regular
class teacher. His regular
teacher explained that they
were studying nouns and ad-
verbs and she would be grate-
ful if the special teacher could
help him understand them so
he would not fall too far be-
hind. The hospital program
teacher went to see the boy
that afternoon. No one had
mentioned to her that the boy
had been badly burned and
was in great pain. Upset at the
sight of the boy, she stam-
mered as she told him, “I’ve
been sent by your school to
help you with nouns and ad-
verbs.” When she left, she felt
like she had not accomplished
much. But the next day a
nurse asked her, “What did
you do to that boy?” The
teacher felt she must have
done something wrong and
she began to apologize. The

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nurse said, “No, no. You don’t know what I mean. We’ve been worried about that little boy, but
ever since yesterday his whole attitude has changed. He is fighting back and he is responding to
treatment. It’s as though he has decided to live.” Two weeks later the boy explained that he had
completely given up hope until the teacher arrived. Everything changed when he came to a simple
realization. He expressed it this way. He said, “They wouldn’t send a teacher to work on nouns
and adverbs with a dying boy, would they?”

Our God did not send a Savior who only provides false hope — He sent a Savior who provides
eternal hope. Hope is an essential part of our life and is a necessity for us in being able to live

meaningful lives. The question for us is what or who are we going to place our hope in?
